She did not seek medical attention at the beginning, it has been several days now. Yesterday, however, he had diarrhea all day long. Mother tells me it seems to be improving. He had episodes of diarrhea only three times today, he tolerates both solid food and fluids. No activity intolerance. He loves to play. He is very ambitious and very active and seems in good spirits with me today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, interacts well, he is very active in the room today, he smiles and he is very playful.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 108, respirations 16, temperature 97.5, oxygenation 98%, and current weight 40 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears: Unremarkable. No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits as well.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Examining the abdomen, we did listen for bowel sounds, they are present. He is not in any pain with his abdominal area. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits and it is nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Diarrhea improving. The patient will be given a prescription for Pedialyte 2 liters p.r.n. Mother is going to monitor for symptoms and return to clinic it he does not continue to improve. Once again, throughout the day today, he has been improving.
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
