The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1962, he was in Germany.  He was driving vehicle and his vehicle got hit.  The patient tells me that a truck hit his car.  His head went through the windshield.  The patient tells me that hurt his head.  He got multiple abrasions in his head mostly in the left side of his head.  The patient tells me that he immediately lost consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was taken to the hospital.  He got multiple stitches in the left frontal scalp and also in the left temporal scalp.

Since then the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has lot of stress.  The patient has nightmares.  The patient thinks about the accident a lot.  The patient tells me he cannot sleep.  The patient tells me that he has brain function loss.  The patient tells me that he has got fear of the highway.  The patient has got panic attacks.  The patient gets a headache a lot.  The patient has dizziness and lightheadedness.

The patient is taking citalopram.

The patient is currently not working.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury 1962 in Germany.  The patient tells me that a German Jericho hit him.  The patient’s head hit the windshield that resulted in multiple abrasions in the forehead and also in the left temporal scalp.  The patient required multiple stitches.  The patient tells me that since then he has significant headaches.  His memory has become very poor.  The patient had immediately loss of consciousness during that accident.  The patient had contusion and disorientation when he woke up.  Since then, the patient also has significant headaches.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has nightmares about the accident.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury because of the motor vehicle accident.  His head hit the windshield.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had confusion and disorientation.  Since then, the patient has significant headaches.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness, confusion, disorientation, these are common signs and symptoms of posttraumatic brain injury.
