CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right lower leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right leg pain is worse upon exertion and it is causing skin changes. The patient had venous Doppler study for varicose veins and found to have significant reflux in the superficial veins, but there was no clot. Results are discussed with the patient in detail and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
The patient stated that she uses compression stocks, but still it is painful and also elevates her right leg on daily basis. The patient is going to be referred to vein specialist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness and the patient has prominent varicose veins in the right leg. The patient is having compression stocking on now and she has no significant edema. Her pulses are bilaterally equal.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
