Clinic Visit Note

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for injuries.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his back pain is less however he could not lift any weight and he has constant pain even at rest and the pain level is about 3 and pain increases upon activities of daily living and the patient takes rest several times a day and the pain in the low back is sometimes radiating to the left leg. The patient has been seen by pain specialist and the patient refused steroid epidural injection for possible side effects and he has a followup appointment. Meantime, the patient is doing stretching exercise at home.
The patient stated that he sometimes feels unsteady upon walking due to back pain, but he never fell down.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or loss of consciousness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day.
The patient also has a history of Parkinson’s disease and he is on amantadine 100 mg twice a day and has been seen by neurologist.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg and has a followup appointment by urologist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is currently living at home and family is supporting him. He is not able to do any house chores and the patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: The patient is able to ambulate with slow pace without any assistance. The patient uses lumbar brace as needed.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and lumbar flexion is possible at 45 degrees. Weightbearing is most painful.
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
