STEINMETZ, ALAN
The patient is not totally or completely bedbound. He suffers from diabetes, depression, diabetic vascular disease, diabetic neuropathy which is causing most of his pain, also has had decline in his cognition consistent with memory loss, confusion, at times he does not know where he is or who his wife is any longer. She also states that he is eating less. He has lost more weight and having more problems moving.
The concern at this time is developing bed sores for this gentleman. He requires movement around the bed by his family member, Donna his wife, to prevent those types of issues. He is also sleeping about 18-20 hours a day now. He has a KPS score of 40%. Hospice has been very helpful in helping wife dealing with end-stage dementia and other issues going on with Alan and she is very appreciative of the help she is receiving.
He is total ADL dependent and as I mentioned he is bedbound and his wife will not able to care of him at home without the help of hospice aides and nurses. The patient continues to remain hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
