VASQUEZ, LUCIO
This is a 95-year-old gentleman who is now being re-certificated for a hospice care at home. He suffers from end-stage renal disease associated with decreased appetite, nausea, abdominal pain, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is no longer interested in hemodialysis and/or anything artificial to keep him alive. The patient is also sleeping more about 18-20 hours a day. He is bedbound. He is very confused, hard to wake up from time-to-time all related to his renal failure. His itching has been handled via medications on regular basis as well as he has a chronic pain. His forgetfulness and memory loss is much worse to the point that he has hard to awaken. He continues to lose weight. He is eating very little about 5-10%. He is total dependent on activities of daily living and has a diaper in place because he is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has a KPS score of 40% and requires hospice care to remain home with his family. He is bedbound and requires turning every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas and to keep him from developing bed sores. He also requires morphine as I mentioned on regular basis. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. He is expected to die within six months and remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
