He was treated with Amoxil with good results, but now he has been sick for the past few days with cough, congestion, nausea, and some diarrhea. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizures. No convulsions, but has been feeling puny and weak. His flu test today is positive for flu B. Mother also states he has got barking cough and croupy cough that she is concerned about. The patient did finish his course of antibiotic last time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Nothing.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: Nothing.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. COVID Immunization: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and he is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 50 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 91. Blood pressure 107/60.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red slightly and inflamed.

NECK: No significant lymphadenopathy noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi, otherwise clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. The patient is positive for flu B. We will treat with Tamiflu.

2. Albuterol four times a day; always rinse your mouth afterwards.

3. He does not appear sick.

4. Decadron 0.3 mg for treatment of croup x 1 one and half tablets one time.

5. Come back in three days on Monday.

6. If it gets worse, let us know.

7. Complications of flu B discussed with mother.

8. Recently finished course of antibiotics, did not give her any more antibiotics.

9. Discussed findings with mother before leaving.
