CHIEF COMPLAINT: Fever last night. Everyone at home has either flu or strep.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old nonverbal child with history of seizure disorder, cerebral palsy, comes in today with fever yesterday and not eating as well.

He has had one dose of vomiting here in the office. He is awake. He is alert. He does not appear to be septic appearing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure disorder as well as cerebral palsy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Keppra and Senna.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunizations up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is awake and nonverbal.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 31 pounds. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16.

HEENT: TMs are very red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Swab test for flu is positive for flu B. Swab test for strep is positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Rocephin 250 mg now.

2. Tamiflu liquid per weight.

3. Amoxil per weight.

4. Tylenol and Motrin for fever.

5. Lots of liquids at home and popsicles.

6. I am also going to give Easton some liquid Zofran 4 mg/5 cc half a teaspoon every 8-12 hours p.r.n. for nausea and vomiting.
