CHIEF COMPLAINT: Right foot pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient states that her horse stepped on her right foot and she experienced pain and swelling yesterday. She iced it. It is still a little bit swollen today. She wants to make sure it is not broken.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and right ankle pain.

ALLERGIES: TAMIFLU.
MEDICATIONS: Keppra.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. She is a barber.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 150 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 65. Blood pressure 109/65.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: There is slight swelling on top of the right foot. X-ray of the right foot is negative. The patient does have onychomycosis which she would like treatment for it.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Foot sprain.

2. X-ray negative for fracture.

3. If not improved, we will get a CT of the foot in two weeks.

4. Ace wrap.

5. Moist heat.

6. Try to avoid standing on it even though she is a barber.

7. Motrin 800 mg t.i.d.

8. Lamisil 250 mg for onychomycosis.
9. Checked interaction between Keppra and Lamisil and none found.

10. Nevertheless, we will get a blood work in 30 days to make sure her LFTs are okay. The last blood test was a few months ago and that was all within normal limits. She understands the plan.
