Dear Disability Determination Service:

Amirah comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She is accompanied by her mother who provides the history. Apparently, Amirah was born with strabismus and underwent muscle surgery when she was only a few months old. She has difficulties with small print and distinguishing between small objects. She does not use eye drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity with the HOTV symbols is 20/60 on the right and 20/80 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +2.50 + 2.00 x 090 on the right and +2.50 +2.50 x 090 on the left. Near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/50 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 12 inches. The pupils are very wide consistent with the history of aniridia. The muscle balance shows on alternating esotropia of approximately 45 prism diopters. The muscle movements show wandering jerk nystagmus which alternates directions. The intraocular pressures measure 13 on the right and 12 on the left with an iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination shows aniridia on both sides. The media are clear. There are no cataracts. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing could not be done with a standardized perimeter because of the age and cooperation of the claimant. However, the fields are full to confrontation and Amirah is able to find small objects in her peripheral vision, such as my finger and my pen, when requested.

Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Hyperopia.

Amirah has clinical findings that are consistent with the history and complaints. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, she can read moderate size print, distinguish between moderate size objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is guarded though likely stable. As well, it is possible that her vision may improve a little over time with amblyopia treatments.
