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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old Hispanic female that is referred to this practice by Dr. Rodriguez for evaluation of the kidney function and the presence of a renal cyst in the right kidney that is 5 x 6. The finding of the cyst was related to the workup that was ordered after the patient sustained a fall injuring the lower back. On the CT scan that was done on 09/21/2022, the cyst was seen in the right kidney and the size is 5 x 6. Dr. Rodriguez ordered a comprehensive evaluation in this particular case. The patient has a creatinine of 0.8. There is no evidence of proteinuria. No activity in the urinary sediment. There is no evidence of hematuria. The patient continues to experience low back pain in the lower back right and left sides. It is very unlikely that this is a symptomatic renal cyst. The most likely situation is that the patient has some pain associated to the fall that she sustained. There is no history of kidney stones.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia that has been controlled with the administration of atorvastatin. Given the fact that the patient has a normal kidney function, no evidence of acclivity in the urinary sediment and the presence of a cyst in the right kidney that should be reevaluated at least every year, I do not think there is a need for us to give followup unless Dr. Rodriguez considers the followup necessary.
