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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 47-year-old white male that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage II. The patient does not have any evidence of proteinuria and does not have activity in the urinary sediment. He had COVID and, ever since, he had the infection of the COVID that was more than two months ago, he has been losing weight and has been a great concern. The patient states that he feels well that he has no changes in the smell, no changes in the taste, has been able to eat very well and with the use of the Metamucil, he has bowel movements every day without any problems. He has been able to go to the gym and does not have any aches or pains. There is no alteration in the nervous system. The patient has a blood pressure that is 108/70 and a BMI of 25. The patient was reassured that there is no complication related to COVID at the present time, he is functioning well.

2. The patient has a remote history of peptic ulcer disease that is asymptomatic and he has a remote history of nephrolithiasis; he has been without any symptoms of. We are going to reevaluate the case in the regular appointment that is in May 2023 with laboratory workup.
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
