PROCEDURE: Injection of the right subacromial-subdeltoid bursa with fluoroscopy.

MEDICAL INDICATIONS: The patient Willie Gordon was injured in an automobile accident on 10/07/2020 as a front seat passenger where the car was rear ended and the impact of this accident led to an injury to the right shoulder, neck and lower back. He has a positive MRI which shows degenerative changes of the glenohumeral joint with fluid in the subacromial-subdeltoid bursa consistent with bursitis. An intraarticular injection to the left shoulder joint should help improve the degenerative changes and the fluid in the shoulder joint as well as injection to the bursa which is right subacromial-subdeltoid bursa will help heal the bursa inflammation and decrease the need for pain medication and improve the ADLs and allow the patient to go back to work.

PROCEDURE NOTE: The patient was placed supine on the fluoroscopy table. The area was exposed and the area of the bursa lying under the subacromial and subdeltoid were identified by fluoroscopy machine using a radiopaque object and the area was marked and it was then cleaned with alcohol and Betadine. An injection of 5 mL syringe with 2-inch long needle #25 gauge was used. The entire needle was taken. A lateral view confirmed the position of the needle. After that an injection of dexamethasone with Marcaine was carried out successfully after negative aspiration. The needle was completely withdrawn and Band-Aid was applied and the procedure was concluded.
