William Gray was seen for evaluation of possible adrenal insufficiency.

When I saw him, he had no specific complaints suggestive of adrenal dysfunction.

He had occasionally aches in his shoulder and no other major symptoms.

Past medical history is significant for hypertension, possible chronic kidney disease, testing level of 4.0 and possible borderline low cortisol level at 6.

Family history is negative for adrenal dysfunction.

Social History: He worked as a supervisor with Hamtramck’s, but has quit for the past year because of chronic limitations due to lower extremity amputation for peripheral vascular disease.

On examination, blood pressure 122/64 and pulse 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Possible adrenal insufficiency with a serum cortisol of 6 in a borderline range and to rule out the possibility of adrenal insufficiency, and ACTH stimulation test will be performed.
