CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of loss of sleep and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has difficulty sleeping since he lost his wife and the patient has good family support. The patient has taken melatonin in the past with some relief. The patient is also requesting refill on carvedilol 6.25 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure has been stable.
