CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for both knee open wounds after injury.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he accidentally fell down and injured his both knees and the skin has healing, but there is no active bleeding. The patient is applying dressing everyday along with antibiotic and was seen by specialist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, short of breath, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or bleeding.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Both leg examination reveals healing wounds bilaterally below the knee and left knee has good scab without any discharge, but it is mildly tender. Right knee wound is almost healed and there is no calf tenderness or swelling.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
