This is a progress note on Louis Clay.

Louis Clay is a 94-year-old male who comes for evaluation today. The patient has multiple myeloma for last several years it is initially diagnosed in 1988 since then patient has been on treatment off and on. The patient recently had progressive elevation of IgG and IgG went up to 1900, which is when it was decided to treat him again. The patient is now started on VRD, which is Velcade, Revlimid, and dexamethasone. The patient has been doing very well on this treatment. The treatment was initiated in June 2022. His latest lab results showed his IgG has come down to 1166 mg/dL. His CBC showed WBC of 5.3, hemoglobin 9.7, hematocrit 31.1, and platelet 149 these was about a month ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: Reveals him to be 94-year-old African American male.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 2 inch tall and weighing 157 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

CNS: No gross abnormality.

LAB: His hemoglobin A1c is 6.1 and on 10/24 his hemoglobin was 10.4, hematocrit was 32, his creatinine was 1.6, and his A1c was 5.8, and serum IgG was 1333.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma IgG type.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Coronary artery disease. The patient has a pacemaker now.

4. On Velcade, Revlimid, and dexamethasone treatment.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Velcade 2.9 mg subQ. He just finished a course of Revlimid 25 mg for day one through 14 every four weeks. He also takes dexamethasone 20 mg on every Sunday.
