This is a progress report on Dakota Brandom.

This 17-year-old white teenager does not smoke or drinks. Denies any drug allergies.

He comes here with symptoms of extreme weakness, fatigue, nausea, vomiting, and also abdominal discomfort.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient says that he has this extreme weakness, low grade fever, fatigue, and upset stomach for last two to three days. He also had nausea and vomited once. The patient plays professional hockey and he has not been able to even get out of the bed without getting extreme weakness and dizziness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has been very healthy kid vaccinated including flu vaccine recently and also two COVID vaccinations.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 17-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 160 pounds and height 5 feet 9 inch tall. His blood pressure was 100/60 and standing it was 90/56.
Eyes/ENT: Showed dryness 

Neck: No lymph nodes felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Tachycardia the rate was 95.

Abdomen: Soft and some epigastric tenderness.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Dehydration significant.

2. Possible acute viral illness.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him intravenous fluid with a Zofran 8 mg and dexamethasone 4 mg in 1 liter IV bag along with a gram of Rocephin and then we will give another 2 liters of IV fluids thereafter. Upon completion, we will discharge him to home.
