HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents for followup regarding emergency room visit. Currently, the mother states she has been running high fever of over 102. She presents today to get another dose of Rocephin injection. She continues to have loss of appetite with less activity and has fever. She was given some Tylenol Elixir today 10 cc, which she tolerated well. 

ALLERGIES: The patient has no known drug allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: The patient reportedly has nasal congestion and denies any ear pain. No loss of hearing. Denies any sore throat or painful swallowing. Eyes: No report of any blurred vision or eye pain.

CARDIAC: No report of any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: No report of any shortness of breath or cough.

GI: No report of any abdominal pain. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

SKIN: Any report of any rash or abrasion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient reported some joint pain and some generalized aching.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The child is active with no acute distress noted. 

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 37.8 pounds. O2 saturation 98%. Blood pressure 101/63. Pulse 121. Respirations 18. Temperature 102.4 and when rechecked it was 103.2 and after Tylenol was given temperature went down to 99.7.

HEENT: ENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membrane is pearly grey.  No erythema. Oral mucosa pink and moist.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness. No adenopathy.

HEART: The patient is tachycardic. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Few crackles auscultated over upper lungs fields bilaterally. No wheezes noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes are equal in all extremities.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasions. No erythema.

The patient tested negative for flu, but because of her flu syndrome she will be given medication to address the flu.

The patient’s mother instructed to take her temperature twice daily and record and if any issues she should bring the patient to the clinic with any fever above 101.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Fever.

2. Viral syndrome.

3. Upper respiratory infection.

4. Flu syndrome.

PLAN: The patient to continue current regimen of antibiotics. Prescription of Tamiflu 6 mg /mL 10 mL p.o b.i.d x 5 days given. Increase oral fluids encouraged for proper hydration. Next visit scheduled for two days.
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
