The patient was examined, and I have maintained a separate note. This dictation is specifically for documentation through dictation service that I have offered the patient inpatient treatment for her depression. She had thoughts that she wished she could be dead, but clearly told me that she had no desire to self-harm and she will not self-harm because it will impact some people that she cares for. She repeatedly told me that she has no desire to self-harm, and she also told me that she has no access to weapons, etc. She stated that she could not admit herself now because her job is critical, and she will lose her job, which she values quite a bit. She stated that she would rather speak to her people at the job, and convince them that she needs some time off and then she can use the hospitalization. In the meantime, she agreed to work with the medication, and I have added Rexulti to her treatment regimen to augment the treatment.

The patient will be coming back in one week to see us. She has also agreed to psychotherapy with Ms. Haferkamp in Brenham, Texas. I have done the best to offer the treatment to the patient, but because she is not threatening to harm herself, and she is clear about wanting therapy as well as coming back for the medicinal treatment, she remains not committable.

The patient is completely aware of risk of rejecting hospitalization, that means she could attempt suicide and she could even die.
