History: This is a lengthy visit. Ms. Garcia had called by end of October, stated she was having chest pain and shortness of breath, it woke her up from sleep. She called Dr. Mitchell’s office, her cardiologist and was told to go to ER, then she called us and we advised the same. The patient went to the ER and had extensive testing done after being admitted for a day in the hospital and then discharged home as all the tests were normal. The patient states she is developing cataracts and she is going for cataract surgery in couple of weeks. She states Ozempic really has helped her, but has run out of it. She is going to see Dr. Kirkland at Dr. Marr’s office. The patient states she even saw the arrhythmia doctor, Dr. Toth and he is going to review the monitor that the patient wore and tell her how to proceed further and then she will see Dr. Mitchell as needed depending on what Dr. Toth says. She still continues to work from home as a biller and accounts person for Bryan Radiology.
To note, the patient has multiple chronic problems including:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. History of multiple joint replacement surgeries including both knees and left ankle.

5. History of intermittent atrial fibrillation.

6. History of cardiac arrhythmias.
The patient is not on any blood thinner except an aspirin. She has not had any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. The patient’s physical is as in the chart. The patient is advised some Trulicity injections as we do not have any Ozempic and she will be seen in the office in a month. I have reviewed her hospital records. She is advised to keep appointment with Dr. Toth to see how things are going with her arrhythmias.
