Omar is a 65-year-old gentleman with a new diagnosed metastatic BRCA 2+ pancreatic adenocarcinoma.

The patient has completed FOLFIRINOX through 04/11/22 to 07/19/22 8 cycles to be exact. The patient has been on olaparib maintenance. He also suffers from diabetes, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and BPH. The patient has had tremendous difficulties and issues with chemotherapy and has lost weight and also recently was diagnosed with pulmonary metastatic disease. He is in severe pain at all times. He lives with wife who has had long conversation with and have decided to stop all treatment at this time and the patient subsequently has been referred to hospice. The patient has had left renal vein thrombosis with complete occlusion of the splenic vein and large tumor thrombus almost completely occluding the main portal vein causing the patient severe pain and ascites. Given the recurrent findings and extensive metastatic disease, the patient is expected to live less than six months. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, and only eating about 5-10% of his food at this time. Given the patient’s liver METs and pulmonary involvement and it is no surprise that the patient has severe pain and shortness of breath at all times. He is expected to do poorly and we will try to control the patient’s pain during this time on this earth. The patient’s wife also will be instructed and given extensive training by hospice to care for her dying husband at home. He is expected to live less than six months and hence he is hospice appropriate.
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
