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1. GB, 27-year-old young man with cough and congestion, and fever. Swab test negative. Chemistry and CBC negative. Treated with Tamiflu as well as Tessalon Perles because of high fever and other symptoms consistent with influenza.

2. AT, 22-month-old baby with fever, vomiting, and cough. The child appeared non septic per Dr. Ali. Swab test negative. The patient’s family members all have had flu. The 22-month-old baby was treated with Tamiflu, Zofran at home, and was given Zofran in the emergency room. Both patients are very happy with the care with that. Family was happy with the care.
3. MT, 6-year-old with fever and cough diagnosed with Flu B treated with Tamiflu and Bromfed. Family happy with the care.

4. JS, 52-year-old man with burning when urinating. Urinalysis negative and was found to be very dry. Diagnosed with pharygitis, volume depletion and hyperkalemia, nausea and vomiting. Axilla nodes, treated with Tamiflu and Zofran and sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

5. MF, two-year-old with fever diagnosed with Flu A treated with Tamiflu doing well. Continued to improve.

6. SV, 11-year-old with cough, fever, and congestion. Diagnosed with Flu A and treated with Tamiflu viral syndrome and pharygitis. The child is doing well. The family is happy with the care.

7. CG, 13-year-old with fever, cough, and sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral syndrome. Tessalon Perles given. Complained about not getting any meds. I explained to them that it is most likely a viral illness, but nevertheless the patient is still sick and they want something done. They are going to see the PCP today. The patient’s swab tests were negative by the way. The patient was given Tessalon, but they complaining about not getting antibiotics.

8. MT, 44-year-old woman seen with asthma and allergy symtoms. Chest x-ray negative. O2 is stable. Cardiac workup negative. White count 4000. D-dimer is negative and treated with steroids, Z-PAK and inhaler. He is doing better and happy with the care.

9. DU, 5-year-old with cough and runny nose. Workup is negative diagnosed with viral syndrome and pharygitis. I left a message for the family to call me back.

10. DM, 16-year-old with cough, fever, and Flu A diagnosed. Treated with Tessalon Perles and Tamiflu. Family was happy with the care.

11. JC, 21-year-old with sore throat diagnosed with tonsillitis, pharygitis, treated with Amoxil and steroids. I left message for the patient to call me back.

12. JO, 23-year-old with cough, congestion, and flu like symptoms. The patient is positive for COVID treated with Tessalon Perles and ProAir. No chest x-ray was done. Please consider chest x-ray in all COVID patients.
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
