CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Eyes are red. There is a pus pocket in the left eye lower lid.

4.  Sore throat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 8-year-old young lady, very healthy, with history of flu A last week and has few more days of Tamiflu left. Comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms in the past 24 hours or so. The patient is alert and awake, definitely not septic.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: Tamiflu.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No exposure to smoking.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

The patient is not having any signs or symptoms of pneumonia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 87.

HEENT: There is stye noted in the left eye lower lid. TMs are very red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Flu under treatment.

2. Pharyngitis severe. Add Amoxil.

3. Stye. The Amoxil would help the stye as well as Garamycin ophthalmic solution.

4. No sign of pneumonia.

5. No evidence of complications from the patient’s flu.

6. The Amoxil is serving two purposes; one for the stye as well as for the patient’s pharyngitis.
