CHIEF COMPLAINT: Positive flu, positive strep, cough, congestion, and fever of 103.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old young man who was seen on 10/27/22 with strep and flu. The patient asked for a shot of Rocephin, but did not want to take any medication. He has been feeling sick at home with cough and congestion.

Other family members also have had the flu.

He did test positive with flu B. Father states they did not really make him take his medicine because he does not want to take his medication. I explained to him that is totally unacceptable, he needs to take his medications as prescribed or he will end up in the hospital with pneumonia, meningitis or something worse.

Today, he is alert. He is awake. He is able to walk around. He is in no distress.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has had history of headache and has had MRIs, but no issues or problems at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None, of course, because he does not take any.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is here with father. No exposure to smoking.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Father states immunizations up-to-date. COVID Immunization: Never had COVID immunization before.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 90 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 102.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 125. Blood pressure 116/64.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. History of strep.

2. History of flu.

3. Exposure to flu.

4. Refused to take his Tamiflu.

5. The patient had a chest x-ray done today, which was negative for pneumonia.

6. Neb treatment at home.

7. Albuterol.

8. Prescription for nebulizer.

9. Prescription for albuterol.

10. Prescription for Augmentin 400 mg b.i.d.

11. Prescription for Tamiflu liquid.

12. Rocephin 500 mg now.

13. Explained to the family that if he does not take his medication, we will no longer be able to take care of him and they need to go to the emergency room for further care, and nevertheless, he did take his Tylenol and Motrin here in the office, so he just needs to be talked into and the family needs to do that and explained to them about what the complications of flu and strep are if he does not take his medications as prescribed. They seemed to understand. We will see how things go.

14. Come back in two days because I do not trust the family to give the patient his medication and I am concerned about subsequent complications in this child.
