HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This young lady was seen on Friday with symptoms of flu; everybody else in the family has the flu, was treated with RyClora and Tamiflu. Both she and her brother got the medication. Her brother has a different father than Preslee does. Her brother took the Tamiflu and he is doing fine. Preslee’s father did not want her to take the Tamiflu. So, she has had temperature till now, the temperature has slightly gone away and they are concerned about the continuation of temperature. She is alert. She is awake. She has had some mouth soreness with eating. She is drinking. She is using the bathroom. She is sitting without coughing or having any issues and does not appear to be septic.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: They chose not to take the Tamiflu.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking here with her father, now exposed to her mother.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 97.4. Respirations 14. Pulse 92.

HEENT: TMs is clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: There is no lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Flu. I explained to the father and the patient that she is just getting over the flu. The diarrhea, the mouth soreness and continuation of temperature off and on are related to the flu.

2. The most important thing is that there is no evidence of secondary infection; I do not see an ear infection, I do not see pharyngitis, I do not see any evidence of pneumonia or bronchitis.

3. I gave him some Bromfed DM to take for cough because father does not know if mother ever gave the patient the RyClora.
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4. Stomatitis. Use a combination of liquid Maalox and liquid Benadryl one teaspoon of each and paint the mouth lesions with it, but he does not feel like that is necessary because it is not hurting her and she is drinking and eating well.

5. I told him to get popsicles at home and take popsicles.

6. Come back in two days since they are not taking the Tamiflu, we want to make sure that she does not develop any secondary infection and explained to them why, they understand. Father was given ample time to ask questions before leaving the office.
