HEENT: Left TM is red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
