2. NR, is a 2-year-old male with cough, runny nose and fever, diagnosed with flu A, treated with Tamiflu. Family was happy with the care.

3. SR, is a 30-year-old with cough, stomach pain and headache, diagnosed with pharyngitis, flu A, staying with the same family, treated with Z-PAK and prednisone, doing better at this time.

4. NR, is a 10-year-old with cough, fever, runny nose, congestion and sore throat, diagnosed with flu A, treated with Bromfed. Dr. Ali wrote that the patient’s symptoms were outside the Tamiflu window. Family did not complain about no medication.
5. AR, is a 9-year-old with fever, cough, congestion and sore throat, diagnosed with flu A, treated with Bromfed and family was happy with the care.
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
