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1. WG, is a 14-year-old with traumatic injury to the face and subconjunctival hemorrhage. The patient had a CT scan, which showed no fractured bones. The Tono eye pressures were okay. Vision was checked and the patient was sent home with eye drops, doing well today per mother, was happy with the care.

2. DP, 62-year-old in motor vehicle accident, had C-spine and chest x-ray all negative. Treated with Flexeril and Motrin. Flexeril makes her a little sleepy, but she is happy with the care she received. She is going to adjust the dose.

3. HH, is a 6-year-old diabetic with dizziness, headache, cough, vomiting, fever, sleeping all day. One time, blood sugar was 320. Chest x-ray was negative. Treated with cefdinir, Bromfed, and albuterol, diagnosed of bronchitis. Mother did not want any extra insulin because she is quite versed in treating the patient’s diabetes; too much insulin causes to “bottom out”. I tried to call the family and nobody answered. The patient now with no nausea or vomiting. Nevertheless, it would have been nice to rule out beginning or early DKA via chemistry. Left a message for the family to call me.

4. JA, 2-year-old for suture removal. No sign of infection. Suture removal of the right lower extremity. The patient’s mother was very happy with the care received.

5. GS, 27-year-old with possible miscarriage. Intrauterine pregnancy was noted. CBC negative. Urinalysis negative. Beta HCG was positive and referred to OB/GYN. The patient was happy with the care received.

6. JC, 13-year-old with coughing, sore throat, headache, weak, stomach pains. Flu A was diagnosed. Chest x-ray was negative. Treated with Zofran, Motrin, ProAir; once again, no Tamiflu because it was “outside the widow”. Phone number that was left in the ER is a bad number.
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7. KC, is a 6-year-old with cough, sore throat, congestion and runny nose. Flu A is positive. Again, not treated because the symptoms are outside the 48-hour widow per Dr. Ali. This person did complain about no treatment as opposed to everybody else that was okay, was treated with ProAir, Motrin and Zyrtec. I reached out to Dr Ali and asked what her window of treatment is and she stated 48 hours. This patient was febrile at 102 temperature, I stated what about the fever, she stated she looks at it by case-by-case basis. I explained the family’s concerns for no treatment with high fever and the patient still having high fever today. Dr. Ali states she will try to discuss that better with the family and make sure that exactly they understand why they are not getting the medication.

8. JC, this is an 11-year-old child with sore throat, cough and congestion. Flu A was diagnosed. The note states that family decided not to treat. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Motrin and ProAir. The patient is doing a little bit better today. They were happy with the care.

9. HN, 2-year-old with fever, diagnosed with flu A and otitis media, treated with Amoxil and Motrin. The family was happy with the care.

10. ZJ, 22-month-old with diarrhea. Dr. Ali gave them some kind of probiotics, it is very expensive, the insurance would not pay. They have United Medicaid insurance. Mother was upset about that and we had a long discussion about diarrhea in 22-month old and the fact that Dr. Ali ruled out infection, no otitis media and nothing else to cause her diarrhea except for possible viral issues. We talked about a BRAT diet and to follow up with the primary care physician. She was happy.

11. DB, is a 9-year-old with fever, nausea, sore throat, diagnosed with flu A, treated with Motrin, Tamiflu. Left message for family to call me back.

12. TS, is a 21-year-old with sore throat, headache. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis and treated with albuterol and guaifenesin. Swab testing were negative.
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
