PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: On exam, we find Tucker to be alert, awake, in no distress and definitely does not appear to be septic at this time.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 38 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 93. Respiration 16. Pulse 72.
HEENT: TMs very red. Oral mucosa is dry. Nasal mucosa is inflamed.

NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Bilateral otitis media.

2. Pharyngitis.

3. Sister has flu A.

4. We will treat with Amoxil and Motrin and mother wants a cream called Z-Bum.

5. Come back in three days.

6. If any changes noted, to call me immediately.

7. Mother has a nebulizer and has been using the nebulizer with albuterol 1.25 mg and she has plenty at home which she may continue using.

8. Always rinse mouth afterwards.
