HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young man comes in today with fever of 102. He has been having symptoms for two days. He is alert. He is awake. He does not appear to be septic looking. He has definitely been exposed to flu at home.

His strep and flu tests are negative here in the office. His urinalysis shows a trace protein, pH is 6, specific gravity 1.020, moderate bilirubin and positive ketones, but no increased sugar, leukocytes or nitrites.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 52 pounds. Temperature 102.8. Pulse 118. Respirations 16. HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
HEENT: TMs are slightly red bilaterally.

NECK: Shows no JVD. Neck definitely shows no meningismus.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. In face of 102.8 temperature, we did a chest x-ray, which was negative. Flu test A and B is negative.

2. Strep is negative.

3. We will treat the patient both for flu and otitis media.

4. Tamiflu given.

5. Amoxil given.

6. Tylenol.

7. Lots of liquid.

8. Come back in 48 hours for recheck if not better.

9. Once again, chest x-ray is negative.

10. Child does not appear to be ill.

11. Volume depletion.

12. Push fluids.

13. No sign of reactive airway disease or issues with breathing noted at this time.
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
