PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 32 pounds. Temperature 100. O2 saturation 99%. Respirations 16. Pulse 80.

HEENT: TMs slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Flu test is negative, but again brother has positive flu. Strep is positive. We will treat with Z-Bum for diaper rash.

2. Tamiflu.

3. Amoxil.

4. Lots of liquid.

5. Garamycin ophthalmic.
6. Come back in a couple of days for recheck especially if not improved.

7. Findings were discussed with the patient’s mother at length before leaving the office.

8. Once again, child does not appear to be septic.
