The patient with complaints of cough and congestion for three days with decreased appetite and questionable ear pain for the past three days. He is on antihistamine including albuterol nebulizer p.r.n. given to him when he was an infant. He has had bilateral tubes in his ears.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has a history of benign heart murmur, tubes in his ears.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema with few small exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient has strep testing performed which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax. Continue on nebulizer p.r.n. Follow up here and with pediatrician as recommended.
