PLAN: The patient is to get mammogram as ordered before and to get diagnostic mammogram in order to have surgery performed, so trying to get that done, scheduled for the 30th of this month. Advised to follow up afterwards in about 30 days, to continue light duty with current work situation with restrictions as before and to follow up in one month.
