Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, the patient’s labs were reviewed and her TSH is elevated at 67.42, free T4 is low at 0.3 and free T3 is 1.2. The patient states that she has been off of her thyroid medication since around September 2022. At that time, she said she was not feeling well and decided to stop all of her medications. She is here today presenting with symptoms of fatigue, increased depressive symptoms, and overall generalized malaise.

2. I have recommended for the patient to restart her thyroid medication as soon as possible. I gave her a sample of Synthroid 100 mcg daily and I have also sent a prescription for Synthroid brand name 100 mcg daily to be started as soon as possible.

3. I will plan on seeing the patient in 3 to 4 weeks for followup to reassess her thyroid function panel in order to see the trend of the free T4 increasing.

4. I have also recommended for her to restart her Vyvanse therapy at 50 mg once daily. The patient states that she also stopped this medication.

5. For her migraine headaches, she takes rizatriptan as needed for migraine headaches.
