Mrs. Parsons is a 73-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism in 2019. She also has a history of hypertension, chronic kidney disease, proteinuria, diverticulitis, gout and hypertension. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and a history of some thinning hair. She denies any wide fluctuations in her weight. Her thyroid labs were reviewed and her latest TSH is 1.26, free T4 is 1.33 and free T3 is 2.8.

Plan:
1. For her hyperthyroidism, this is being controlled with methimazole 5 mg once daily. Her TSH is 1.26, free T4 is 1.33 and free T3 is 2.8. My recommendation is to continue the methimazole therapy 5 mg once daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

2. For her evaluation of her thyroid gland, we will order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. I have also checked her labs related to a CBC and a comprehensive metabolic panel in order to continue the methimazole therapy.
