Mrs. Surles is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2022. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, dysphagia, and diverticulosis. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin and fatigue as well as occasional cardiac palpitations. She reports some compressive symptoms at the thyroid and symptoms of dry eyes and thinning hair. The patient had thyroid ultrasound in September 2022 indicating a multinodular goiter.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient has a thyroid ultrasound on 09/01/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.0 x 0.9 x 0.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.1 x 2.5 x 2.6 cm. My plan is to order an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.1 x 2.5 x 2.6 cm.

2. We will bring the patient back in three to four weeks to review the results of the FNA biopsy.

3. The patient will be due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in September 2023.

4. We will also order a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

5. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

7. Followup with her primary care provider, Mrs. Pena Gonzalez.
