Dear Dr. Fazio:

Thank you for this referral.

This 75-year-old male quit smoking two months ago. He used to smoke one pack per day for 55-60 years. Alcohol none. No drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: The patient says his vision is poor.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient fell backwards on the stair in later part of August and hit his head. He presented to emergency room thereafter after three days because he had visual field defect. He could not see in the periphery. When evaluated at Medical City Dallas he was found to have left posterior cerebral infract, which felt to be embolic in nature and there were small punctate hemorrhage in the frontal lobe also. The patient was found to have homonymous hemianopsia and then was referred to Dr. Fazio for cardia evaluation.

FAMILY HISTORY: The patient’s daughter does have hypercoagulable status and also his brother they both have Factor V Leiden mutation and also MTHFR mutation. The patient has been placed on aspirin 81 mg and Plavix 75 mg thereafter. He is yet to be placed on any specific anticoagulant therapy. At present, he is wearing a Holter monitor, which he will wear for two weeks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia and recent stroke.

FAMILY HISTORY: As noted above. Both brother and daughter do have MTHFR mutation as well as Factor V Leiden mutation.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 75-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 234 pounds, and blood pressure 102/77.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: He had loss of peripheral vision in both eyes. Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent CVA with homonymous hemianopsia.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Strong family history of familial hypercoagulable status.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and request those profile for hypercoagulable status. Once available, we will make further recommendation. Right now, he is already on aspirin and Plavix so we will keep it that way.
