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Patient Name: Evonne Taylor

Date of Exam: 11/08/2022

History: Ms. Taylor works at the County Courthouse in the Traffic Ticket Department for the City of Bryan. She worked at the school for many years and then she worked in the County Courthouse as an assistant to one of the judges. The patient states she is on hydrochlorothiazide and that is giving her urinary incontinence. She has noticed some recent burning on urination and frequency of urination. The patient states she has seen Dr. Miller for any cardiac problems. She states about a year or so ago she had some chest pains and was admitted and the tests were negative. She states she cannot go back to see him because she has a bill pending.
Social History: She is single. She has two children. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She does not do drugs.

Physical Examination:

General: Reveals Evonne Taylor to be a pleasant white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact.

EKG done showed sinus rhythm and occasional PVCs; because of the PVCs, I made her do repeat EKG and that EKG was totally sinus rhythm, within normal limits.
I told the patient that hydrochlorothiazide is one reason where she would have frequency of urination and the best idea is to hold that off. The patient has not seen urologist, has not had a UA done, but last month she had some lab work done at St. Joseph and mammogram done at St. Joseph, which was normal. I do not have a copy of her lab results. The patient states apparently her cardiac workup was within normal limits.

I advised the patient to hold off the hydrochlorothiazide.
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
