SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, awake, non-septic.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 46 pounds. O2 saturation 100%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 100. Blood pressure 97/40.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Flu test is negative.

2. No more antibiotic needed.
3. We tried Bromfed, but the insurance would not pay for it, so we changed it to Histex half a teaspoon q.12h. p.r.n. cough.

4. Add triamcinolone cream for the rash, which is very much consistent with dermatitis.
5. Findings discussed with the mother at the time of discharge. They will call if any changes noted in the patient’s condition including fever, chills, or any other associated symptoms.
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
