HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old child comes in today with fever, nausea and vomiting. The patient has had episodes of vomiting every time mother has tried to feed her today, also cough, congestion and diarrhea. The patient has been exposed to both flu A and flu B at home.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunizations up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking exposure none.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 99.9. O2 sat 99%. Respirations 18. Pulse 128. Blood pressure 95/60.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

Flu A and flu B are negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Nausea and vomiting.

2. Zofran 2 mg IM now.

3. No further vomiting noted.

4. The symptoms and the findings are consistent with the flu.

5. Treat both with Amoxil as well as Tamiflu.

6. Pharyngitis.

7. Zofran liquid at home.

8. Come back in the morning for followup.

9. Clear liquid diet tonight.

10. If it gets worse, must go to the emergency room.

11. Tamiflu per weight.

12. The patient responded to Zofran here.

13. Child appears alert, not septic.

14. Findings discussed with mother via translator at length before leaving.
