CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of coughing and reported that so far unable to breathe, almost passing out according to mother for the past several days. She stated that she was treated by an online doctor in her school last week, told that she had respiratory syncytial virus with flu and COVID tests done at school that were negative without treatment. She states that cough has continued and it is still as above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of loose stools with questionable GI issues (seeing a GI specialist at Kingwood, scheduled for followup).
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: According to mother, has been exposed to respiratory syncytial virus through her cousin’s relatives, requesting  respiratory syncytial virus testing here which was done and was negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Reveal marked rhonchi without evidence of wheezing or rales. No retractions or respiratory distress or decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Respiratory syncytial virus test is negative as above.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis suspected.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with respiratory precautions. Follow up with her pediatrician and here if necessary, but no evidence of respiratory distress at this point in time. History of “migraines” per mother, described by the patient as occipital type headaches, which are probably more tension related. The patient is now discharged, to follow up as needed.
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
