The patient is a 4-month-old male with complaints of slight congestion and cough for the past few days with irritation of the eyes according to mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the conjunctiva. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection in infant without evidence of distress.
PLAN: The patient’s mother advised to use cool mist vaporizer, bulb syringe to clear nose and nasal passages, to continue to sleep on back with close observation at night. Follow up as needed. Follow up with pediatrician for routine care and additional evaluation if warranted.
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
