PROGRESS NOTE

CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 80-year-old African American male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient reports a history of hypertension. He further reported shortness of breath worsened by exertion for a period of approximately eight to nine months. He notes occasional cough, but has no chest pain. He does report occasional irregular heartbeat. He was initially evaluated on 10/06/2022. At that time, his blood pressure was 192/80. His medications were readjusted. Isosorbide, hydralazine and losartan were all discontinued. He was then placed on minoxidil. The patient is now seen in followup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. BPH.

4. Diabetes type II.

5. Chronic back pain.

6. Sciatica.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg one daily, carvedilol 25 mg one b.i.d., famotidine 40 mg one daily, finasteride 5 mg one daily, gabapentin 300 mg one h.s., tamsulosin 0.4 mg one daily, and minoxidil 10 mg one daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: He has hearing loss. He wears glasses.

Neurologic: Otherwise unremarkable.

Respiratory: He has shortness of breath/dyspnea.

Cardiac: He has palpitations.
Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/56, pulse 97, respiratory rate 20, height 64.5 inches, and weight 169.2 pounds.
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IMPRESSION: An 80-year-old male initially presented with uncontrolled blood pressure/hypertensive episode. He had adjustment in his medications. He returns to the office for routine followup. At this time, his blood pressure is noted to be adequately controlled on the current regimen. He is on a medication for hypercholesterolemia. As noted, he has a history of diabetes. He has multiple risk factors for coronary artery disease. We will ultimately plan on echo and stress testing. I will see him again in followup in three months.
