Mikayla Kozey was seen for evaluation of thyroid cancer.

In December 2021, she had a left hemithyroidectomy at University of Michigan for what transpired to be papillary cell carcinoma confined to the thyroid gland.

At this time, she has no symptoms suggestive of hypothyroidism.

Past history is otherwise unremarkable.

Family history is notable for mother having a thyroidectomy.

Social History: She works at Target, does not smoke cigarettes and does not drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Oral contraceptive pills.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/72, weight 160 pounds, and BMI is 26.7. Pulse was 76 per minute, regular. Examination of the neck reveals healed thyroidectomy scar with no palpable neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent TSH 2.15, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Previous thyroid cancer with normal thyroid balance and no evidence of thyroid cancer recurs.

I have recommended a followup visit in October 2023.
