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Dear Dr. James Pelton:

I had the pleasure to see Magarita today for followup evaluation for seizures.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 34-year-old female with chief complaint of seizures.  I started the patient on Briviact at the last visit.  The patient states that she has been taking the Briviact, she does not have anymore seizures.  She is tolerating well the Briviact.  However, she cannot take the day dose because she is only taking the night dose.  She tells me that when she takes the day dose, the patient has stomach pain.  However, when she takes the night dose, she does not have that.  So, she is only taking Briviact 100 mg at night.  The patient also has been taking Topamax 100 mg at night.  She does not have any side effects for that.  The patient has been wearing the helmet.

IMPRESSION:

History of seizure disorder.  The patient has been stable without any seizures, since she has been taking the Briviact. The patient is taking the Briviact 100 mg one p.o q. p.m.  The patient also has been taking Topamax 100 mg q.p.m.  The patient is not able to tolerate the morning dose of Briviact, because she has stomach upset.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Continue the Briviact 100 mg one pill at night.

3. Continue the Topamax 100 mg at night.

4. The patient is already off of the Dilantin.  She is no longer taking Dilantin.

5. I recommend the patient continue to wear the helmet.  Explained the patient she needs to use the helmet everyday.  I recommended the patient to use the helmet for at least six months seizure free and until then she should continue to use the helmet.

6. I recommend the patient follow with me in three months.
