HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 62-year-old gentleman who was seen yesterday with cellulitis versus gout of the left wrist. The patient’s x-rays were negative for any acute fracture. His uric acid is 4.5, but his white count is 17,000. He has been on Keflex for the past 24 hours. There is about 80% improvement. Because of the fact that he has plates in the left arm, I had him come back today to add Septra DS to his regimen and give him a shot of Rocephin.

He was very reluctant to come in today. I explained to him that the reason he needs to be on two antibiotics is because he has got hardware in place, possible chance of MRSA and the fact that he may have had his staph infection during his stab wound surgery as he describes years ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Splenectomy, exploratory laparotomy with stab wounds to the flank on the left side.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: He is avidly against any kind of immunization. I asked him if he had his Haemophilus influenzae and/or Streptococcus pneumoniae vaccination after he took out his spleen, but he went on a 10-minute rant and rave about vaccines.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Nevertheless, he is alert and he is awake. He is not running a temperature.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 191 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 78. Blood pressure 135/87 much better from yesterday; that was the last blood pressure from yesterday.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: The wrist pain is improved. The swelling is down. Left wrist/arm cellulitis.
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LABS: Sed rate 51, white count 17,000, positive left shift. Uric acid normal. Glucose normal. Chemistry normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. The patient was given Rocephin 1 g now.

2. We will continue with the Keflex.

3. We will add Septra DS.

4. I would like for him to come back in a week for followup, but he states he is not coming back. He does not like doctors. He thinks doctors make people sick. I would like for him to have another white count checked in about a week, but again telling me the same reason he is not coming back. I took five phone calls to get him to come back to get the shot of Rocephin and get him started on Septra as well as his Keflex.
