HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abdominal examination is very normal.

2. Abdominal pain.

3. Nausea and vomiting.

4. Diarrhea.
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5. Symptoms continued to be a problem especially with weight loss.

6. CT scan was done earlier, was negative.

7. We will get a CBC to check white count.

8. Check H. pylori.

9. Bentyl for pain.

10. Check through Dr. Senter, GI specialist, ASAP for colonoscopy and EGD. This was discussed with their office and an appointment was made for the next 24 hours.
