The patient presents with history of slight cough and congestion and questionable right ear pain for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive.
Strep test was performed which was negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis, probably viral etiology.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Zithromax.
