The patient presents with history of fever of 101 with congestion and cough for three days and vomiting x3 last night.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu test performed in the office which was negative for type A and B.
IMPRESSION: Influenza.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with Zofran, to use nebulizer at home without evidence of respiratory distress, follow up with pediatrician, with respiratory precautions.
